	Zeidl Braiman (1882–1943): lived in Zheredevka village, owned a water mill and a dairy farm. His wife’s name was Miriam. They didn’t have any children. They perished in a ghetto in Transnistria. 
Fivish Braiman (1883–?): moved to America in the 1910s. No more information.

? Braiman: moved to America with his brother Fivish in the 1910s.

Ishye Braiman (1886–1951): lived in Beltsy, had a farming and trading business. He was married, had a son and a daughter. 

Idl Braiman (1887–1970s): was a farmer. His wife’s name was Esther and they had two daughters, Tzeitl and Pesl. His wife died of a disease in the ghetto in Bershad. After the war Idl worked as security guard. Pesl moved to Israel in 1946 and to Brazil in 1954. His daughter Tseitl fell ill with tuberculosis after being in the ghetto and died afterwards. Pesl and her two daughters live in Israel now.

Yosl Braiman (1889–1976): lived in Yedintsy, managed the estate that he received from his wife Manya. Had two sons, the younger one was born in the ghetto in Bershad. After the war Yosl was a laborer. After his death his widow and children moved to Israel.

	1 stepsister from her mother’s first husband, died in infancy.

2 stepbrothers from her father’s first marriage: Shmil lived in Karpachi and owned a store, the other brother moved to US in his teens.

My mother’s sisters were born and lived in Karpachi before the war.

Riva Korman (nee Kotliar) (1903–1979): seamstress, married to an accountant, 4 children. Two of them moved to Israel in 1946, the younger son and daughter stayed in Chernovtsy.

Frodl ? (nee Kotliar) (1904–1942): seamstress, married, 3 children, died in the ghetto.

Surah ? (nee Kotliar) (1906–1938): seamstress, married, 2 children, died after an abortion.

Rukhl ? (nee Kotliar) (1911–1987): studied at grammar school before WWII, lived in Chernovtsy after the war. Seamstress, married, 3 daughters.

Khone Kotliar (1914–1941): studied at grammar school before WWII. Seamstress, single, died in the ghetto.
