David Geron: died in Balkan War in 1913 (no more information)

Bohora Leon (nee Israel Geron): born in Plovdiv in 1880s, married in Sofia, lived in Sofia, died before the family left for Israel, husband from Samokov, who had a confectionery workshop, two children: Berta and Liko, who left for Israel. Liko is a music teacher.

Albert Israel Geron: born in Plovdiv in 1880s, accountant, wife Sol, four children: Regina, Solchi, Susie, David and Fortune. Susie was murdered as a partisan at the age of 18. All left for Israel.

Nissim Albert Geron: born in Plovdiv, accountant, lived in Sofia, wife Rebecca; daughter Regina (interviewee’s wife)

Vitali Israel Geron: born in Plovdiv, accountant, moved to Sofia, wife Sarah, two children: Israel and Nissim, left for Israel. Israel settled in Netanya, musician.  
Roza Asher Birma (nee Israel Geron): born in Plovdiv, husband Asher Birma from Russia, had a haberdashery in Plovdiv, two daughters, Sarika and Regina, and a son, Josif.
