As far as | know, when he was just a baby, less than a
year old, he fell, during a bath | think, and so one of his legs was shorter than the other.

Motek got married at the beginning of the 1930s. His wife’s name was Helena, and their daughter
was called Anulka.

Helena was a seamstress, she adjusted dresses for people, and he was a caretaker. They lived in a
basement room opposite the park in the area close to the university.

My mother's brother, Motek, was killed during the war. Along with his wife Hela, and their daughter,
Anulka. They were taken out of the Lodz ghetto.
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
