My father had a sister, Margit, who was two years older. My grandfather didn't let her study, but
they married her off to a jeweler, a goldsmith master, whose workshop was in Marokko Court. That
house isn't there any longer. This uncle was a ring maker | think, because the goldsmiths divided
up the job among each other, not all of them made necklaces, not all of them made caskets, etc.
He was a ring maker and worked with a few apprentices. | liked to go there very much as a child,
because in the first room, there were about 3-4 rooms in this workshop, there was a long counter,
and behind the counter there was a drawer system, a big cupboard, and in all of the drawers there
was a different kind of stone. These weren't precious stones, but semi-precious stones, with which
one could play excellently. Aunt Margit had a son who disappeared in the Don bend during the war.
