I can't remember now who took this photo, and there's nothing written on the reverse side, but |
remember the names of a few of the kids.

Asya Polyakova, to the left of the governess stands Asya Shvedskaya - with a bow on her head. | do
not remember the others. | am second from the left.

There were very many Jews in Pskov before the war. In Yedinstva Street there was a synagogue, |
remember it perfectly. It was wooden building on a hill, not so large, approximately for 100
persons.

| went to the synagogue only on holidays. | remember what the rabbi looked like, and | remember
his daughters; we were friends with his girls, but | can’t remember their names.
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
