The little boy is 1zo Tazartes the older cousin | had; he was about three or four years older than me.
He was the son of my father’s sister Lukia, who is also in the picture, with her husband, Levi, and
then there’s my dad’s other sister, Rebecca.

My father’s sisters were named Alegra, Lukia and little Rebecca. They were married: Alegra to Josef
Brudo from Thessaloniki, Lukia to Levi Tazartes and Rebecca to a man called Cohen. Even though |
have a picture of him, | don’t know his first name.

Alegra, her husband and daughter, who now lives in the USA, and Zakinos, the son of another
sister, were receiving some sort of help from Carolos.
