She has two
children, Emanuel [born in 1936] and Tslila [born in July 1940]. She worked as a children's teacher
in Bulgaria; she graduated from the Pedagogy Institute in Shoumen as a children's teacher. She
was very beautiful and a good teacher - children loved her a lot.
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
