Later she wrote a script for a film about the Jewish
artist Robert Guttmann, for which she received funding from a committee that subsidizes various
film projects. She also wrote a film script about my brother, but unfortunately not enough financial
resources have been raised yet to shoot it, so currently my daughter is actually unemployed.
