Who knows
where we really come from. My father came from a huge family; he had nine siblings: Nely,
Wilhelm, Moritz, Siegfried, Esperance, Max, Margit, Gustav and Josefine. My father was born in
1895 in Bratislava, Slovakia, then Austria-Hungary. He became the owner of the Steiner bookshop
along with his brother Max. He ended his life in the Holocaust in Auschwitz concentration camp in
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1942.
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
