
Gyula Preisz 

This is a picture of my father Gyula Preisz as first lieutenant. The photo was taken somewhere in
Serbia in 1918. My father graduated from high school. He finished a school of commerce, I don't
know where. After graduation, he was a bookkeeper at the Hungarian General Match Factory Inc. in
Budapest. He then became deputy head bookkeeper. He was drafted into the army in World War I.
He was in the 23rd Hungarian Royal Defense Regiment in Serbia. He was shot somewhere, but it
wasn't serious, so he soon returned to the front. After that, he was a lieutenant and he was
discharged as such. Then he went back to the match factory and was there until 1943, when he
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was fired because of the third Jewish law. He took it to heart so much - because, at first they said
that somebody else would be fired, but then they introduced the anti-Jewish law and he was fired.
Half a year later, as he was walking on the street, he collapsed. The ambulance took him to the
hospital, but he never really recovered. He got cardiac asthma, so he spent more time in hospital
than at home. He died in 1944 in Budapest.
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
