30% of the class was Jewish. And there were rich Jews, too, who had small factories before the War,
whose kids went there. We didn't talk much about being Jews, because it wasn't a topic then. But
after 1956, when we had class reunions, we found out that there were many Jews among the
students and the teachers, too.
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
