The director of the Jewish elementary school had
been one of my class teachers at the Jewish high school. When I took my daughter Bessy to her,
she said, 'What, you're already bring me your daughter?' You see, we four sisters were in that
same school. That's something you don't forget so easily. When Lilly was about to start school, we
fled to Budapest, my husband's hometown.
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
