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worked as a leading specialist at the Electrosila Association to her very last day. She had no
children. She died untimely of a serious iliness at the age of 55. Her brother llya, who was born in
1924, pursued his career from a mechanical electrician to the deputy head of the

Promsvyazmontazh Trust. He didn't have children either. He came to an untimely end at the age of
