As a family they had a lot of money and he inherited a hotel in Beaulieu between Nice and Monte
Carlo. This hotel was Jeanne’s dowry. A huge two-story hotel with a swimming pool and two
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hundred people for personnel. When Leo and I visited the hotel, we could see the water falling like
waterfalls. The hotel started in the mountains and ended by the sea. 
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
