What nice people: smiling, friendly people, the sea, so much sun! My brother was a worker at a
plant, but he has had a very good life. He and his wife have a nice spacious apartment.
Unfortunately, he lost his only daughter in the 1980s. She was seriously ill and died young. | was
considering moving to Israel, but I've always been so irresolute and | feared changing my life at my
old age. | feared loneliness in a nice, but different country. Haim didn’t try to convince me, giving
me an opportunity to make my own decision. When leaving Israel, | knew it was my farewell to my
brother. He died a few years ago.
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
