There were rumors about them for being in touch with people from the criminal underground. The
elder brother Benzion was an educated and intelligent man, he worked in a printing house. He was
of great help to his family. My mother-in-law had another sister, but I don't know her name. The
people on the picture were very poor. I think the cloths they are wearing are hired. They used to
live in the Jewish quarter in Sofia. Rashel, on the picture, was a very educated woman.
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
