I married Miroslav Dvorsky, on 11th September 1945. My husband's original name was Moric
Moskovic. Like me, he was also a Jew. He was two years older than I, and was born in 1914. He was
from Brezovice, near Sabinov. We had a civil wedding. Neither my husband nor I were interested in
a clerical wedding, and we didn't observe any Jewish traditions in our household.
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
