David
worked as a pharmacist in a drugstore. After some time he was promoted as the drugstore
manager. They had two daughters: Lea, the older one, born in 1950, and Rachel who was born in
1955.

| went on business trips to Tallinn where | met with my older brother. | always listened to his advice
and accepted his support. David died in Tallinn in 1976. He was buried in the Jewish cemetery in
Tallinn. He had a traditional Jewish funeral. After his death | continued having a good relationship
with his family.

In the 1970s mass Jewish emigration to Israel began. Many of my friends and relatives moved and |
sympathized with them though | was happy to hear that their life was improving in the new
location, but | never considered departure. | was alone and had no husband or children. Why would
| depart? | had relatives and friends here. | earned my living here: | had a job, and an apartment.
So, | decided against departure.

David's wife tried to convince me to move to Tallinn. | had many friends who had moved there for
various reasons. They also told me to move to Tallinn, and finally in 1978 | decided to move here.
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
