All of them were born in Vad-Rashkov. Four stepbrothers and one stepsister (on father’s side):

Filip Kleiman (Jewish name: Pinia) (1880s-1940): emigrated to America in the 1900s, where he graduated from university and got married. He owned a network of pharmacies. 

Leepei Kleiman (1880s-?): died young (no more information).

Esther ? (nee Kleiman) (1885-1916): was married and a housewife. She died in 1916 after her daughter was born. Her child was raised by her husband’s relatives. 

Mark Kleiman (Jewish name: Mordekhai) (1890-1943): studied in Russia and stayed in the USSR after 1918. He was married and had two sons. He died in evacuation in Kazan (Tatarstan). One of his sons lives in Russia, the other one emigrated to Germany. 

Nahman Kleiman (1893-1940): was a very rich man. In 1940 the Soviet authorities nationalized his property. To avoid arrest he escaped to Kishinev (today Moldova). He died of an infarction. His wife Taibl and their four children, Ida, Rachel, Leo, and David, stayed in Vad-Rashkov. At the beginning of the war they failed to evacuate and were killed by the Germans in Kodyma village in 1941.

Siblings:
Maika Nusimovich (nee Kleiman) (1898–1941): was a housewife, married to Joseph Nusimovich. Him and their son Moisey were shot by the Germans in Kodyma village. Maika and her other 3 children, Beila, Khaim-Shaya and Noah, perished on the way to the ghetto near Kodyma village.

Shloima Kleiman (Jewish name: Solomon) (1900–1996): emigrated to the USA in 1921. Got married there and had four children.

She was religious but less so as my father. She observed Jewish traditions, celebrated Sabbath and Jewish holidays and followed the kashrut. However, she did not wear a wig and she only wore a kerchief or shawl when going to the synagogue. 

What was her mother tongue?

Tell me about her brothers and sisters. (name, date of birth and death, occupation, place of residence, family, etc.)

Two sisters and brothers. All were born in Chernovtsy.
Mariam Uchitel (1899–1942): single, no children, graduated from the Faculty of Biology of Iasi University, worked as a teacher of biology, killed by the Germans in Rostov.

Genia ? (nee Uchitel) (1902–1961): married, housewife, one daughter. During WWII in evacuation in Middle Asia, moved with her family to Chernovtsy after the war. Her daughter moved to Israel in the 1970s.

Aron Uchitel (1905–1970s): graduated from the Pharmaceutical Faculty of Bucharest University (Romania), emigrated to Palestine in the 1920s with his wife, owned a pharmacy in Haifa. His son lives in the USA and is a professor.

Meyer Uchitel (1908–1942): married, one child; manager of his father’s timber storehouse. The family was deported to Transnistria in July 1941 and starved to death in the ghetto in Obodovka village, Vinnitsa region in 1942.

What was her mother tongue?

Several brothers who lived close. They were all killed in 1941.
Mayer Uchitel (?-1941): was a wealthy man, deprived of his property in 1940 and sent to Siberia. His wife and son stayed in Chinisheutsi and were killed by the Germans at the beginning of WWII, his daughter lived in Kishinev and managed to evacuate.

Where was she during the Holocaust?

In Chinisheutsi where she was killed by local bandits before the entry of the German troops in 1941
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
