Gitl Gitman (nee Gitelis) (1896–1978): housewife, lived in Olgopol, married to Sania Gitman, daughter, Sonya, who lives in Germany now.

Manya Miaskovatskaya (nee Gitelis) (1898–1967): housewife, lived in Olgopol, married to Meyir Miaskovatskiy, two daughters, Tania and Rusia. They both died in Israel.

Mosha Roizmarin (1876–?): Tulchin, Podoliya province, his son moved to the US in 1924, his daughter moved to Moscow in 1924, where she died in the 1980s. 

Avrum-Leib Roizmarin (1878–1950): married to a woman called Bluma, two sons, Shulia and Motl, who perished at the front.

Shimon Roizmarin (1882–1965): married to a woman called Hava, two sons, Aron and Abrasha. 

Aron Roizmarin (1886–1923): lived in Ladyzhin, was shot by the GPU authorities in the 1920s. wife, Mirl, a daughter, Sonia and two sons, Shaya and Shulia, who perished at the front. 

Itzyk Roizmarin (1880–1941): manual laborer, perished in the ghetto in Odessa. son, Yasha, perished during the war, two daughters, Fania died in the 1970s, Zina in the 1980s.
