1) Yankel (date of birth unknown; born in Malin, died in 1924) – builder 

2) Vladimir (1882, Malin, 1944) – literary critic, theatrical critic, publisher, collector of antiques








3) Solomon (Shlema). (1886, Malin – 1965, Kiev) – scientist, professor, dentist surgeon, founder of conduction anesthesia in stomatology

4) Genya (Golda) Genderfeld (1890, Malin – 1980, Kiev) – housewife
5) Israel (1893, Malin – 1970, Moscow) – neuropathologist, before 1941 – chief neuropathologist of the Odessa marine hospital, after the war – chief neuropathologist of the “Ukriana” health center in Gagres


6) Tsilya (Tsipora) Medvedeva (1895, Malin – 1975, Leningrad) – housewife
7) Yosif (1879, Malin – 1979, Moscow) – artist, was arrested in 1950s’
8) Aron (1900, Malin – 1941, Kiev) – died in the Syrets camp for prisoners of war (Babiy Yar), Kiev. Prior to the war was a dentist



9) Isaac (1903, Kiev – 1999, Kiev) – dentist, during the war – military doctor
10) Emil (Milya) (1907, Kiev – 1941, Kiev) Died in the Syrets camp for prisoners of war. Graduated from the Medical Institute in 1941; artist
