	Laszlo (Ladi) Nussbaum (1898–1968): He lived in France, lectured philosophy at the Sorbonne. He never married. He had no children.

Jozsef Nussbaum (1900–1981): He studied in Berlin (today Germany) and became a doctor, then went to London as a refugee in 1939. About 1940–1941, he fled with an American woman, called Ruth, to New Jersey, near New York and they got married there. They had no children. Jozsef died in San Antonio.
Sandor Nussbaum (1902–1942/43?): He studied commerce in Prague (today Czech Republic) and became a civil servant at the textile factory of Kelenfold, Budapest, Hungary. He didn’t have a family. In 1942, he was drafted into forced labor in Ukraine.

Karola: businesswoman. She owned a dressmaker’s showroom in Budapest. She magyarized her name to Szasz, later she was called after her husband Mrs. Sandor Revesz. She died before the deportation.

Karoly: was a country folk, he lived somewhere in a rural area. He died in the deportation.

	She was religious. Her father had great influence upon her, so she kept the traditions. She prayed in Hebrew before she lit the candles. She kept a kosher kitchen. Although her husband sometimes brought pork to the house, she never ate it.

	Jeno (1908, Torda – 1967, Kolozsvar): He graduated in law in Chernovitz, and became a lawyer in Torda; worked until 1940. After 1944 he worked again, in 1950 he moved to Kolozsvar, he died there. He was a bachelor.
Zita: (1918, Torda – 1990s, Jerusalem, Israel): She graduated in law and had a doctorate in law. She got married to an illegal communist and went to Kolozsvar. Her husband was a university professor, taught economics; they left for Israel after they retired.

	One sister. Her husband was called Rosenbaum; he had a mill in Torda.
