Dvoira Sternfeld-Gorovits (nee Averbukh) (1882-1921): wife of Rabbi Sternfeld-Gorovits; she died of some disease


Serl Liberzon (nee Averbukh) (1884-1941): housewife, killed in Medjibozh getto

Beresh Averbukh (1885-1960): farmer in the Crimea and Birobidzhan (today Russia); seven children: four sons, perished during WWII (1941-1945), three daughters live in Israel.


Tuba Fishman (nee Averbukh) (1886-1941): housewife, killed in Babi Yar along with her son Grisha










Aron Aberbukh (1890-1964): doctor in Kiev; two daughters, who live in Kiev

Stepsister Mina Rast (nee Gorovits-Vaisbrot) (?-1970s): left for Germany with Rosa Luxemburg at end of 19th century, renounced by father, married to Swiss communist, Christian, lived near Zurich, worked as a typist, member of Communist Party and later active member of Comintern.

Hannah Vailer (nee Gorovits-Vaisbrot): entrepreneur in Israel




Hadassah Israeli (nee Klara Gorovits-Vaisbrot) (Jewish name Keila) (1887-1983): left for Israel in 1922, one of the founders of a famous kibbutz, was actively involved in charity.






Iokhevid Eidelman (nee Gorovits-Vaisbrot) (1905-1944): married to Polish Jew Eidelman, who owned houses in Warsaw, Iokhevid, her husband and son died in Warsaw ghetto.




Yehuda-Leib Gorovits-Vaisbrot (nickname: Leibele) (1909-2000): moved to Palestine in 1935, worked as laborer and for independence of Israel, was vice mayor of Kiriat-Matzke, Israel returned when Israel became independent
