After the war: until the nationalization of his company, worked in it, then in various odd jobs, later set up a tiny soda water making workshop (first on his own, later when it was allowed, with one and then two employees)

Vilmos: eldest brother, married twice, had no children, had his own soda water making company, died in the 1970s







Bela: youngest brother, worked in Vilmos´s company and, unknown by his
 parents, competed in motorcycle races, had two sons





Rozsi: married Menyhert Reisz who had a toy shop, worked as cashier in this shop, had a son and a daughter








Manci: married Istvan Deutsch (magyarized to Domonkos), a Jewish landowner, who later also established his own soda water making company, lived in
 Szentlorinc near Budapest, was a housewife, had a daughter




Irenke: married Oszkar Wollner, the brother of the interviewee´s mother, they had a bakery and a bakery shop, she worked in their shop, had no children

Franci: married Tibor Kaufmann who converted in the 1940s but was killed
 nonetheless, had two daughters, after the war remarried with a doctor



Ilona: died in 1918 in the Spanish influenza epidemic
