Kreslavl, Vitebsk province (today Kraslava), 1st September 1911 





Where else did he live?

In Russia, during the war he was in Romania, Hungary, Protectorate of Bohemia and Slovakia as a military officer of the Second Ukrainian Front












Where and when did he die?

He died in Riga on 6th November 1977, is buried at the New Jewish Cemetery in Smerli









What sort of education did he have?

Higher education, graduated from the faculty of Physics and Mathematics of the Latvian State University in 1945 







What sort of work did he do?

From 1946 to 1964: professor of Mathematics in Riga branch of Leningrad Correspondence Industrial Institute and Riga Polytechnic Institute.



From 1964 to 1972: scientific researcher of the Radio Astrophysical Observatory at the Academy of Sciences of the Latvian SSR.

Shifra (or Serafima) Botvinnik (nee Rabinovich) (1875-?): lived in Saint Petersburg (today Russia), was married to Moisei Botvinnik, had two sons, one of whom was the world chess champion Mikhail Botvinnik;









Bella Konnikova (nee Rabinovich) (?-?): lived in Petrograd, was married to Solomon Konnikov, daughter Ida (?-?);





Sofia Bergman (nee Rabinovich) (?-?): lived in Riga, had a daughter, now her grandson Alexander Bergman, lawyer and chairman of “Prisoners of Ghetto’’ Association, lives in Riga;

Alexander Rabinovich (?-?): lived in Saint Petersburg, had daughter Lia, who now resides in the USA, she has two sons. Her son from the first marriage, Michael Gromov, is a mathematician, a member of the French Academy of Sciences, lives in Paris;

Executed by the Fascists in summer or fall 1941

Died in Riga in 1985 , buried at the New Jewish cemetery in Smerli


What sort of education did she have?

Finished the Isaak Bers grammar school in Riga, mastered the profession of accountant on her own








What sort of work did she do?

Worked as a shop-assistant, accountant in the trade company of her father and his brothers ‘Obonat’

Tried to keep up a certain level of religiosity in the family, always celebrated Pesach and Rosh Hashanah

Lia Alperovich (born in 1916): graduated from the Latvian conservatory, worked as a concertmaster, was married twice. Daughters Kira and Alla nowadays reside in Israel;

Vulf Alperovich (1904-1976), lawyer, was married to Eida Berkovich, daughter Irina Alperovich with son live in the USA now;

Grigory (Jewish name: Girsh) Alperovich (1910-1983): obtained a diploma of textile industry engineer in Brno (today Slovakia), was married, his son lives in Israel



Reisen (Rose) Alperovich (?-?): died in Israel

Evacuated to Kirov region, the village of Uni

Worked as an accountant in the Ministry of Light Industry, later in a secondary school as an accountant
