Haya ? (nee Ravikovich) (1908–1941): born in Mozyr, married, no children, perished in Babi Yar, Kiev.

Oscar Ravikovich (1913– ?): born in Mozyr, finished higher tank school in Kiev before WWII. Professional military. Married, two children; his family perished in WWII. Oscar died in Yurmala (today Latvia)

	All were born in Gornostaipol.

Shura (Shyfra) ? (nee Gorokhovskaya)(1901– 1972, Kiev): married to a Jew called Michael, two daughters, the elder was named Maria. Shura was a housewife, during WWII in evacuation in the Ural anhd after the war an accountant.

Munia Gorokhovskiy (1902–1941): director of garment factory in Kiev, single, killed in Babi Yar, Kiev

David Gorokhovskiy (1907–1980): at the front during WWII, married to Jewish girl, one son Alexandr, political officer before the war, accountant after WWII. David died in Kiev.
Hanne ? (nee Gorokhovskaya) (1908–1989): married, housewife, in evacuation in Karmakchi (today Kazakhstan) during WWII. one daughter died in evacuation. After the war accountant. Her husband Michael was at the front and a driver after WWII. Hanne was an accountant after the war; she died in Kiev.

Naum Gorokhovskiy (1913– 1984): finished higher military aviation school in Kiev before WWII, professional military, pilot, was at the front during WWII. After the war – lecturer in Kiev military aviation school. Married, two children. Naum died in Kiev.

Polina (Perl) ? (nee Gorokhovskaya) (1917– 1943): married, housewife, one son Vladimir died on the way to evacuation. Was in evacuation in Kazakhstan, from where she volunteered to the front where she perished.
