Leizer (Leonid) Golub (1905–1978): finished cheder and 8 years of school, director of workshops at the Kiev Aviation University, married, stepson David.

Riva Petrenko (nee Golub) (1907–1997): Moscow, graduated from the Financial Faculty of the Kiev University of Public Economy, departmental head of a bank.

Nuhim (Naum) Lukashevskiy (1901–1941): journalist in Germany before WWII, returned in 1936, worker at the foundry of Vodotopstroy Trust; perished in Babi Yar; married; daughter Ella.

Ruzia (Reizl) Illina (nee Lukashevskaya) (1907–1964):  graduated from the Philology Faculty of Kharkov University. Russian teacher before WWII, editor at an advertisement department after WWII. 2 children: son Leonid –architect, Moscow, daughter Lidia - architect, Israel.

Haim (Efim) Lukashevskiy (1920–?): emigrated to Argentina in the 1920s after finishing school. Lived in Buenos Aires, salesman.

Motl Lukashevskiy:drowned in the river as a child.
