Her husband Mark Rosner had a small shop selling shoe accessories. She was in hiding in Budapest during WWII. Was a saleswoman and later clerk in a food store after the war. They had two children, Ibi and Endre, both died during the war.

Klari Weiner (nee Hahn) (Budapest, 1903 – Budapest, 1973): was a clerk at the National Social Security Institute before marriage and a housewife after marriage. Her husband Lajos Weiner was a clerk at an insurance company. She was in the Budapest ghetto during WWII; was cashier in a pharmacy after the war. They had one son Tibi, who died in forced labor.
