Lazar Persitz (1885-1960s): tailor, married a Jewish woman in Siberia but moved to Kiev in 1920s, evacuated to the Urals, children: Grigory (lives in the USA), Lisa (lives in Germany), Sonia (died).

Rohl  ? (nee Lagotskaya) (1882-1930s): lived in Kiev, no information about occupation, children: Sonia, Zina, Basia, all live in Israel.  

Meyir Lagotskiy (1885-1960s): lived in Chernobyl, shoemaker, Haya, wife, children: Shaya, Zyunia. Shaya died in WWII, Zyunia died in the 1950s.

Zisl Lagotskiy (1887-1942): shoemaker, daughters Lisa and Sarah, perished in the Northern Caucasus during the evacuation. Son Zyunia survived and died in Israel in the 1960s.

Gershl Lagotskiy (1889-1941): shoemaker, daughter Eva was in evacuation; wife Gershl, daughter Rosa and son Zyunia perished in Babi Yar. Eva died in the 1990s, her son lives in Israel. 
Zlata Podoxis (nee Lagotskaya) (1893-1970s): housewife, lived in Chernobyl, lost her husband during WWII, ,  emigrated to the USA with her son Zyunia and his family, Zyunia lives in Philadelphia
