Worked in the Jewish Hospital after that she was in the Budapest ghetto

She was working for different Jewish organizations (e.g. orphanage, old age home, canteen)

1. Imre, born in 1867, army doctor, he converted, became a colonel, in 1944 after the law came out according to which Jews had to wear a yellow star, he committed suicide

2. Emil, (1869-1920s) lived in Upper Hungary, he was a solder in Austo-Hungarian army, married, one daughter, Klari, his wife died in childbirth, after the Trianon peace treaty he was loudly critical of the new borders, so he was imprisoned a few times. He died in prison.
