Isaac Gragerov (1875-1960s): lived in America, specialist in explosives, had no children.

Jacob Gragerov (1876-1938): was a captain, no children, died in Moscow.

Solomon Gragerov (1878-1930s): lived and died in Moscow, had no children, no information about his occupation.

Esther ? (nee Gragerovа) (1880s -?): lived in Bessarabia, no information about her after the Revolution of 1917.

Sarah Saksaganskaya (nee Gragerovа) (1880s - ?): was a housewife, died before the war, children: Lisa and Shura.

Ida ? (nee Gragerovа) (1880s - ?): lived in Bessarabia, no information about her after the Revolution of 1917.

Alexandr Gragerov (1888 - ?): was a governmental officer, lived and worked in Moscow, was arrested in 1937, he vanished and so did his wife and daughter.

Nina Zimina (nee Gragerovа) (1889-1970s): was a housewife, was in evacuation with her husband Zinoviy and daughter Lilia. Her daughter lives in the US.

Anna Entelis (nee Gragerovа) (1890-1960s): was a housewife, lived in Moscow; her children Sergey and Tatiana live in Moscow.

Nadezhda Gragerovа (1893 - ?): was single, lived in Odessa, conductor at railroad.
