Bencion Stravets (1900-1960s): construction engineer, wife Sonia (doctor), lived in Dnepropetrovsk, children Abram and Galiy.

Maria Grigorieva (nee Stravets) (1904-2001): doctor, husband Yuri (doctor), died in Dnepropetrovsk, daughter Nelia lives in Kiev.
