They were all born in Faleshty.

Motl Melman (1897–1941): lived in Kalineshty, was a farmer, married to Rekhl and had 5 children: Srul, Khona, Reizl, Khova and Moishe (twins). His whole family perished in 1941 when the Germans occupied Kalineshty.

Zeilik Melman (1903–1960s): lived in Chernovtsy, was a shoemaker, married and had 2 sons (both are engineers, married and have children).

Feige Rozhansky (nee Melman) (1905–1941): lived in Faleshty, was married to Yekhil Rozhansky. She was a housewife, her husband a shoemaker. Shot with her husband and two daughters (the younger one, born in 1930, was called Tube-Rekhl) by the fascists in Faleshty in 1941.

They were all born in Faleshty. 

Nehama Tirerman (nee Shnaiderman) (1907–1941): was married and a housewife. Nehama and her husband Shopse Tirerman were shot in Faleshty in 1941.

Mindl Kessler (nee Shnaiderman) (1910–1990s): was married and a housewife. Mindl and her husband, Avrum Kessler were communists. They were in the ghetto in Ustye village, Vinnitsa region during WWII. Their daughter, Esphir, was born in the ghetto in 1942. After the war Mindl and her family moved to Israel.

Sheindl Fishman (nee Shnaiderman) (1913–1941): was married to Shaya Fishman and a housewife. Sheindl and her one-year old daughter, Esther, were shot in 1941.

Yankel Shnaiderman (1916–1942): was a shoemaker and single. He was in captivity during WWII and recorded missing. 
Shmil Shnaiderman (1918–1942): was a tractor operator and single. He was in captivity during WWII and recorded missing.

Khaya Kislyuk (nee Shnaiderman) (1922–1991): was married to Pinia Kislyuk, had a son, Arkadiy, and a daughter, Nina. Khaya was a tractor operator before the war and a housewife after the war. She moved to Israel with her family in the 1970s. Nina and her husband live in Beer-Sheva, Israel, Arkadiy and his family live in Canada.
