Yankel Fridelevich Tsyrulnik (1898-1965): furrier, lived in Alma-Ata (today Kazakhstan)

Riva Fridelevna Shatan (nee Tsyrulnik) (1905-1980): housewife, lived in Dnepropetrovsk, son Volodia

Gershl Fridelevich Tsyrulnik (1900-1973): poultry farmer, lived in Belaya Tserkov 

Golda Fridelevna Tsyrulnik (1910-1970): laborer, lived in Kiev, husband Semyon Novobratskiy, both party members, two sons and one daughter
