	Catherine Rozina (1893-1941): born in Voronezh, worked at the shoe factory in Belaya Tserkov. Has one son, Aron (1928-1929). She, her son and father were shot in Belaya Tserkov in 1941. 

Sophia Rozina (1894-1960s): born in Voronezh, nurse at a kindergarten, married, son Natan, who perished at the front, and two daughters. During the war was in evacuation in Frunze (Kyrgyzstan) during the war. 

Lena Moiseyeva (nee Rozina) (1895-1970s): born in Voronezh, lecturer in the Institute of Red Professorship. Arrested in 1937, in exile near Magadan (today Russia), returned to Kiev in 1954. Her first husband was killed during the Great Terror. Second husband, Iosif Maidlah, a Jew. Son Mark Moiseyev (1923–2000), from first marriage, graduated from Moscow Aviation Institute, worked at cosmonaut’s town in Podlipki (today Russia).

	All of them were born in Fastov

Efrem Gurtovoy (1880s-1953): graduated from Law Faculty of Kiev Institute of Commerce, lawyer, died of a heart attack in Kiev. Wife Beila, two sons: Mitia, or Mihail and Boris. Mihail (1911-1981) was a physicist, lectured at Kiev University; Boris (1913-1990s) was a welder, single.

Hava Gurtovaya (1890s-1947): Got married to Jew called Zeidel in 1937 and moved to Leningrad (today St. Petersburg, Russia), survived the blockade. Dentist. Died of a heart attack in 1947. They had no children.

Anna Gurtovaya (1890s-1960s): Stenographer and typist, married to Haim, two sons: Georgiy (1929–1969) and Vladimir (1926-1977). 

Fania Gurtovaya (1900-1970s): single, engineer at Bolshevik plant in Kiev; evacuated to Sverdlovsk (today Russia) in 1941. Died in the late 1970s. 

Bronislava Piotrovskaya (nee Gurtovaya) (1907-1980s): married Piotrovskiy, a Pole in 1937, daughter Natasha (born 1938), lives in Sverdlovsk. During WWII in evacuation in Sverdlovsk, where she stayed and died in the early 1980s.

	Eva Medvinskaya (nee Galperina) (nickname: Havka) (1880-1961): lived in Kiev before 1941, German teacher. In evacuation in Buzuluk, Orenburg region (today Russia) from 1941-1944; worked as a nurse at school after WWII. Husband Iosif Medvinsky, one son, both died of tuberculosis in the 1920s.

Esphir Voloshyna (nee Galperina) (1880s-1967): worked at the library of the Academy of Sciences in Kiev from mid 1930s until retirement. Was in evacuation; married to Yakov Voloshyn. Jew, two children: son Iosif and daughter Liya Rubashevskaya, nee Voloshyna. Liya worde in library with her mother, died in 1989. Iosif finished Navy College in Leningrad (today St. Petersburg, Russia), captain of a submarine, died in 1994.

Aizek Galperin (1860s-1930s): co-owner of a six- or seven-story building, making his money by renting out apartments; died in Kiev in the late 1930s.

? Galperin: lived in Odessa, no more information


Where was she during the Holocaust?

	Died during evacuation in Sverdlovsk (today Russia) in 1941.
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
