	Lilia Zilberberg (1892 – September 1941): born in Kharkov, single, worked as planning manager at a plant, perished in air raid in Kharkov during the war.

Victor Zilberberg (1894 – October 1941): born in Kharkov, was an actor, single, was hanged by the Germans in Kharkov.

Ida Zilberberg (1898 – December 1941): born in Kharkov, worked as deputy chief accountant at a plant, single, killed in Kharkov by the Germans.

Ludmila Zbar (nee Zilberberg) (1900 – December 1941): born in Kharkov, were killed by the Germans along with her husband Arkadiy Zbar and daughter Valentina, born in 1937.

Tamara Zilberberg (1910-1941): born in Kharkov, finished a music school, single, worked as accountant, killed in Kharkov by the Germans.
