	Aron Minkov (1895-1970s): born in Krasnoluki, lived in Orsha and was a leather specialist. He was married and had 5 children. His only son, Jacob, perished at the front. 1 daughter died of tuberculosis after WWII, 2 daughters live in Israel, 1 daughter in Moscow. He died in the 1970s in Podmoscoviye.

Zina Gorfinkel (nee Minkovа) (1897-1970s): born in Krasnoluki. She was married and a housewife and lived in Orsha. Her husband was a tailor. Their son lives in Israel. She died in the 1970s in Kuibyshev.

Beilia Minkovа (1900-?): born in Krasnoluki and died in Orsha. She was married and a housewife and had 1 daughter.

Tzypa Minkovа (1905-1941): born in Krasnoluki. She was married and a housewife and had 1 son. She died in Orsha.

Pinia Minkov (1907-1941): born in Krasnoluki. He was a carpenter, married and had 2 children. He died in Orsha.

Fania Minkovа (1909-1941): born in Krasnoluki. She was married and had 2 daughters, one called Ania. She died in Orsha.

Tania (Teibl) Minkovа (1913-1983): born in Krasnoluki. She was married, and a housewife. Her husband was Russian and they had 1 daughter. She died in Zaporozhiye.

Slava Shyfrinson (1912-1950s): born in Orsha. She was married, had two 2 children and was a housewife. She died in Kiev.

Hava Shyfrinson (1918-2001): born in Orsha. She was single and worked as an accountant. She died in Korkino village, Cheliabinsk region.
