	Adel Fukelman (nee Trachtenbroit) (Jewish name: Eidel) (1890–1942): housewife, was in the ghetto in Kopaygorod, perished there. Her son Joseph Fukelman, 1917–1942, violinist, perished in the ghetto in Kopaygorod. Her husband Boris left for Russia in 1917 with Adel’s sister Rieva.

Jacob Trachtenbroit (?-?): grammar school and university in Odessa, engineer in flour-grinding industry, married to Esphir, no children
Rieva ? (nee Trachtenbroit) (1895-?): left for Russia with her sister Adel’s husband Boris Fukelman, daughter Dusia, lived in Odessa.
Tsylia ? (nee Trachtenbroit) (1898-?): grammar school and university in Odessa, married to Naum, two sons: Yuri and Felix
Grigoriy Trachtenbroit (Jewish name: Gersh),(1902–1980) Finished Commercial College in Yassy. Before the war: accountant – cashier in a bank in Briceni (today Moldova). After the war: clerk in a bank in Chernovtsy. Emigrated to Israel in 1970s.

Abram Trachtenbroit (?-?) studied at university in Bucharest (today Romania), engineer, married, one son, who is Professor and Doctor of sciences, lives in Moscow (today Russia).
