	Golda Shulkina (1902–1983): lived in Moscow (today Russia) from 1922, single, factory laborer. 
Musia Kantorova, (nee Shulkina) (1907–1980s): lived in Gomel, married, 3 sons. Musia and her family emigrated to the USA in the 1970s. 

Sonia ? (nee Shulkina) (Jewish name: Sosl) (1909–1970s): lived in Gomel, Moldavia and Chernovtsy, married, 3 sons: Marat, Israel and Ruvik. All three of them emigrated to the USA. 

Rosa Kapustina (nee Shulkina) (Jewish name: Reizl) (1910–1960): lived in Gomel and Chernovtsy, worked as a blood donor, married, five children (one daughter lives in Chernovtsy, the other children live in Toronto, Canada).
Klara ? (nee Shulkina) (1912–1980s), Gomel, married, 1 son, seamstress. She emigrated to the USA with her son in the 1970s. 

Yuzik Shulkin (1913–?): lived in Gomel, emigrated to the USA in the late 1920s, married, 2 sons

Haya-Rohl Shapiro (nee Shulkina) (1914–1943): lived in Gomel, housewife, 4 children. She and her children perished in Auschwitz or Treblinka.
