Tell me about her brothers and sisters. (Name, date of birth and death, occupation, place of residence, family, etc.)

	Polia Deich (1890s-1940s): born in Radzivilov, was married and had two children: David and Fira. Polia and her husband, Israel, died in evacuation in Tashkent in the 1940s. Their children died in Leningrad in the middle of the 1970s and were buried in the Jewish cemetery.

Maria Kertman (nee Deich) (1882-1950s): born in Radzivilov, was a hat-maker and worked at home. Her husband, Efim Kertman, was a religious man. During the war she was in evacuation in Kazan. She had two sons: Semyon (engineer) and Leo (lecturer at the Kiev University). Maria died in the early 1950s. 
Bronia Deich (1898-1970s): born in Radzivilov, worked as a clerk at a plant in Kiev. During the war she was in evacuation in Kazan. She remained single, and died in the middle of the 1970s. 

Hana Grinberg (nee Deich) (1900-1982): born in Radzivilov, graduated from the Froebel Institute, worked with handicapped children. Her husband perished at the front during the Battle for Moscow in 1942. During the war Anna was in evacuation in Middle Asia. Her daughters, Jemma and Regina, remained single. Jemma is a pensioner in Kiev. Regina moved to Ivanovo after the war and managed a theater there. 

Nelly Deich (1900s-1980s): born in Radzivilov, received a higher pedagogical education and studied in Leningrad. She married Moses Paniakh, a Jew. Moses was at the front and Nelly and her sons, Victor and Alexander, were in evacuation in Kazan. Victor and Alexander live in Saint Petersburg, Nelly and Moses died in Leningrad in the middle of the 1980s.

	Babl Mezhyborskaya (nee Zlochevskaya) (1890s-1941): born in Cherkassy, finished Russian grammar school. Housewife. Shot in Rostov, Russia in 1941 along with her daughter, Ida, and her 4-year-old son. 

Rosa Palchitskaya (nee Zlochevskaya) (1890s-1950s): born in Cherkassy, studied at the Rostov Pedagogical Institute. Was in evacuation in Perm, Russia. She was married and had two children: a son, Milia, and a daughter, Judith. Rosa was a teacher of philology in Perm after the war. 

Polia Sinitskaya (nee Zlochevskaya) (1890s-1950s): born in Cherkassy. She didn’t work because she was ill. Her husband died of cancer in Kiev in the late 1930s. She was in evacuation in Perm. In 1944 she returned to Cherkassy. She had two sons: Boris and Yuzia. During the war they were at the front. After the war they got married and lived in Cherkassy. Rosa died in the middle of the 1950s. 

Jacob Zlochevskiy (1900s-1943): born in Cherkassy, finished Jewish grammar school and some institute in Cherkassy. Was an engineer. He perished at the front in 1943.

Ukkah Zlochevskaya (1900s-1920s): born in Cherkassy. Became fond of revolutionary ideas after the revolution of 1917. Took part in the Civil War [1918-1921], perished in the early 1920s. 

Grisha Zlochevskiy (1900s-1920s): born in Cherkassy. Became fond of revolutionary ideas after the revolution of 1917. Took part in the Civil War, perished in the early 1920s.
