	My father was religious. He observed Jewish traditions, went to the synagogue on Jewish holidays and on the death anniversaries of relatives. He prayed and celebrated Jewish holidays at home. When the Soviet authorities began to persecute religion, he had to be secretive about his religiosity. My father had a beard, but no payes. At home he wore a yarmulka and a hat to go out.

	They were all born in Borispol, Kiev region. 

Rosa Stoyanovskaya (nee Margolinа) (1880s–1970s): her family lived in Kiev after her husband, Avraam Stoyanovski, died in 1918 and Rosa went to work as a seamstress at a factory. Children: daughters Fenia and Ida and son Semyon. During the war in evacuation in Ufa (today Bashkiria Republic, Russia).

Sima Shevtsova (nee Margolinа) (?–1942): speech therapist. Her husband, Samuel Shevtsov, was a history teacher. Children: daughter Sarra, lives in USA with her family; son Boris, 1939–1946. During World War II Sima was in evacuation in Nukha (today Azerbaijan). 

Nenia Freidina (nee Margolinа) (?–1960s): dressmaker, lived in Kiev. Children: daughter Lusia and son Boris. During World War II she was in evacuation in Middle Asia. 

Peretz Margolin (?–?): emigrated to the USA in 1914 to avoid recruitment to the army during World War I. His son George Margolin lives in the USA.

Shaya Margolin (?–1918): killed by bandits during the Civil War.

Beila ? (nee Margolinа) (1900–1995): lived in Kiev with her family, housewife. Children: daughter Fania and son Boris. She migrated to Israel with her son’s family in 1990. Her daughter lives in Kiev.
