Leo Goldman (1884–1942): lived in Akkerman, was a merchant and single, evacuated to Odessa in 1941 and was shot in Dalnik near Odessa by the Germans.
Zeilik Goldman (1886–1970s): lived in Akkerman, was a merchant and married twice; children: Mirrah from his first marriage, Sasha and Bronia with his 2nd wife, Rukhl. He was in evacuation in Fergana (Uzbekistan) during WWII. Mirrah moved to Israel in the 1980s.

Fenia Baier (nee Frenkel) (1882–1960s): born in Proskurov, moved to the US in the 1910s, was a midwife and married to a Russian man called Nikolay Baier, no children.
Leo Frenkel (1881-?): lived in Odessa, was married, children: Michael, Alexandr, Betia and Rosa. Rosa was married to Israel (Izia) Zaslavskiy and lived in Leningrad.
Sophia Kornblitt (nee Frenkel) (1881-1962): lived in Odessa, was a doctor, husband Ilia Kornblitt, killed in the Odessa ghetto in 1941. Her daughter, Zhenia, was born in 1922, married to Henry, an actor, daughter Valentine. Valentine got married to Victor Zaslavskiy, daughter Lana. 

Marcus Frenkel (1884–1950s): lived in Proskurov, wife Enta, children Lyusia and Nyuta.

Naum (Nahman) Frenkel (1884–1942): lived in Odessa, wife Esphir Tsukerman, children: Lyusik and Genia. His wife and he were killed in the Odessa ghetto. Lyusik lives in Israel.
Betia Rozenberg (nee Frenkel) (1890-?): lived in Odessa, was a midwife, her husband, Emmanuil Rozenberg, perished on the front in 1942, children Nyusia and Mark.

Rosa Erlich (nee Frenkel) (1895–1941): lived in Odessa, was a physiatrician, had a son, Oktav (born in 1930), with her German husband. She poisoned her son and took poison herself when Odessa was occupied.

Isaac  Frenkel (end of 1890s - ?): lived in Proskurov, no other information.
