	Stepbrother Samuel (Shmul) (1892-1962): born in Gornostaypol. Tailor at a military garment shop. He was married to a Jewish woman called Rosa and they had two children: a son Semyon, born in 1922, who perished at the front, and a daughter, Bella, born in 1928. In evacuation in Buzuluk, Chkalov region (today Russia). He died in Kiev.

Stepbrother Yankel (common name Yasha) (1897-?): born in Gornostaypol. He was married to a Jewish woman called Diphia and had two children. His son Naum died early; his daughter Beba had two children: Galina and Edik. Beba and her daughter live in Germany. Yankel died in Baku (today Azerbaijan).
