Kiva Rabinov (Lyubyshev, 1886 – Pogost-Zagorodskiy, 1941): shoemaker, .wife Hava (1887 – 1941), children Yankel, 1915; Riva, 1917; Zeyer, 1919; Leizer, 1921; Hana, 1924. The whole family was shot in Pogost-Zagorodskiy.
Israel Rabinov: lived in Lodz with his family, three daughters, one called Godl, all in evacuation in Kazakhstan, later moved to the US.
