Gitsia Luchanskiy (1889–1941): born in Tarashcha; was shell-shocked during WWI and had mental problems afterwards. He lived with his mother all his life.
Rosa Kartvelishvili (nee Luchanskaya) (1892-1970): active participant in the October Revolution of 1917, party functioneer, finished Moscow Industrial Academy, lived most of her life in Moscow. Her husband, Lavrentiy Kartvelishvili, was arrested in 1937 and executed in 1938. Her son, Yury, is a Doctor of Sciences.

Fania Kalnitskaya (nee Luchanskaya) (1895-1966): Russian teacher, director of a Russian secondary school in Tbilisi; two children, Alexei and Medeya.

Riva Luchanskaya (nee Luchanskaya) (1900-1974): Party activist, receptionist at the government room at the railway station in Tbilisi; no children. 

Liza Rabinovich (nee Luchanskaya) (1904-1978): housewife, lived and died in Kiev; was married to Meyer Rabinovich and had three daughters, Zina and Sima (name of third daughter, who died on way to evacuation, is unknown).

Worked as a janitor and a postwoman in Kiev
