Savva Izrailevich (1887–1943): born in Poltava, was a laborer, married, had two daughters, Sarah and Nyura, and a son, Aron. In evacuation in Leninabad (Azerbaijan), died in Leninabad in 1943.

Sonia (Sophia) Rabichkina (nee Izrailevich) (1892–1970s): born in Poltava, was an accountant, married to Michael Rabichkin, had a son, Boris. Boris had two sons, Erik and Sima. Sonia lived in Kolomak and Kharkov, was in evacuation in Chkalov (Russia) and lived in Kiev after the war.
Nyura (Anna) Gershinovich (nee Izrailevich) (1896–1970s): born in Poltava, lived in Moscow (Russia),was a medical nurse, married to Ilia Gershinovich and had a son, Volodia. Volodia had two children, Galia and Alik. Nyura was in evacuation in Leninabad (Azerbaijan), lived in Moscow after the war.

Aron Izrailevich (1898–1942): born in Poltava, was a military, wife Marusia, son Jacob, lived in Leningrad, died in the blockade of Leningrad.

Tania Izrailevich (1902–1982): born in Poltava, pharmacist, single, no children, was in evacuation in Chkalov (Russia), lived in Kiev after the war.
