	Nuhim, ? – 1919, was a Komsomol activist during the revolution and a revolutionary. Killed in Kiev, presumably when he tried to escape from prison.

Shmul, ? – ?, poet, in 1920 emigrated to America. No more information about him.

Two sisters, dentists, emigrated to America. No more information about them.

Brother,  name unknown, ? – 1941, Odessa, He, his wife Rieva and daughter Tsylia  were shot in the Jewish ghetto.

Brother, name unknown, ? – 1941, Vinnitsa, loader at the market; he, his wife and two children were shot at the ghetto in Vinnitsa.

Brother Borukh (Boris), 1904 – 1960s, Odessa, Ulianovsk, finished agricultural school. Was director of the first in Ukraine equipment maintenance facility in Odessa region. Took part in the war with Germany and then with Japan. After the war was director of selection facility in Ulianovsk and died there.
