Despite this we aren’t religious, except for my daughter, who has somehow returned to that piety. She goes to the synagogue, keeps a very kosher household, observes holidays, and fasts at Yom Kippur. She was influenced by my father, whom she liked very much. It was her grandfather that taught her to pray every evening before bedtime.

How religious was he? 

	My father had higher knowledge of the Torah. All of his brothers finished Yesoide Toire [Sade Toire, or Yesoide Toire, are slang names for Yesode Torah, from Hebrew the foundations of the Torah. Othwerwise an elementary school for teaching of the Torah – Editor’s note] as they called it, and perhaps partly the Talmud Toire and knew the basic halakhah writings. My father’s generation was still educated in this way. During the course of his life my father practiced Judaism less and less.
