Rivka Krais (1906-1995): born in Lipkany. She was married, had 2 children, lived in Lipkany, was a housewife. She was in a ghetto in Vinnitsa region with her children and moved to Israel in 1946 where she died in 1995.

Yankel Shatchen (1901-1980s): born in Khotin, was married and had a son, Avidor. The family moved to Israel in 1946 and Yankel became a farmer and worked with horses. Avidor changed his name to Shakhai and became a writer.

Esther Shatchen (1903-1942): born in Khotin, was married and had 2 children. They all perished in the ghetto in Vinnitsa region in 1942.

Priva Rainshtein (nee Shatchen) (1907-2001): born in Khotin, was married and had a son, Motl. She moved to Israel in the early 1970s where she died in 2001. Motl, lives in Israel.
