	Shymon Rozenfeld (1893-1941): lived in Boguslav and Kiev, worked in commerce, wife Vera, daughter Ania, perished during the defense of Kiev

Alexandr Rozenfeld (1895-1938) (nickname: Sasha): lived in Rostov, was financial department manager, arrested in 1938, perished in Gulag, married (to Tamara), no children

Yankel Rozenfeld (1898-1969): worked in commerce, lived and worked in Boguslav, in evacuation in Frunze (today Kazakhstan), wife Sarra, children: Rachil (or Chilia) and Naum (or Nyuma)

David Rozenfeld (1900-1970) – lived and worked in Moscow, became head of the department of capital construction of Ministry of Transport of the USSR, children: Alla, who died recently and Ania and Mark, who both live in Moscow

Michael Rozenfeld (1903-1961): lived in Rostov, was a producer, art director and later director of Rostov Drama Theater. Daughter Sophia, emigrated to USA in the 1970s

Ania Sychevskaya (nee Rozenfeld) (1905-1940): lived in Boguslav, Kiev, housewife, son Mitia (died in 1980)




Where was he during the Holocaust?

	Evacuation to Frunze (today Bishkek, Kirghizstan)


If he survived, what did he do after?

	Lived in Kiev, deputy manager of construction trust, worked in trade unions at the motor cycle plant, retired in 1957

	Meishe Ozerianski (1880s-1920s): lived and died in Boguslav

Etl Kozlova (nee Ozerianskaya) (1890-1950s): housewife, lived with her husband and two sons, Michael and Yenia, in Kiev before 1941, from 1941-1944 in evacuation in Cheliabinsk, from 1944 lived and died in Kherson

Nuchim Ozerianski (1900-1948) (nickname: Hema): lived with his family in Boguslav before 1941, worked in commerce, daughters Manya (1924-1980s) and Gita (1921-1980s), from 1941-1944 in evacuation in Frunze (Kazakhstan), from 1944 lived and died in Kiev


Where was she during the Holocaust?

	25 June – early August 1941: worked in a field hospital, then evacuated to Frunze where she worked in a hospital 


If she survived, what did she do after?

	Lived in Kiev, worked as a dentist, from 1950 - housewife
